I recently had a call from a 

lawyer asking me to begin 

seeing a 6 year old female. I 

had seen her  2 years previ-

ously as a referral from DSS. 

The girl had made allegations 

of sexual abuse against her 

biological father. During the 

3rd session, the girl stated her mother 

made her make the allegations against 

her father and it was all a lie. I re-

ported this to DSS and then it was re-

ported to law enforcement. The  cur-

rent concern is 

grief issues. The 

teenage half sister 

of the client re-

cently died from a 

long battle with 

cancer.   Here is 

the concern about 

seeing her again. Her biological fa-

ther is now the one that would bring 

her to counseling. All the charges 

against him were dismissed and a 

warrant was issues of the mother .He 

doesn‟t want her mother to know she is 

coming because he believes she will try 

to sabotage the counseling. There is a 

custody case pending and both want full 

custody. I have asked for a copy of the 

custody agreement and documentation 

that the father can bring her to counsel-

ing.  

The questions: Can I see the child with 

out her mother‟s knowledge? Is there an 

ethical concern because her father was 

once accused of sexually abusing her?
